Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $790,000.00 from Operating Supplies – Rescue and Fire Operation in the FY 19 General Fund Budget to Capital Outlay, Bunker Gear, and Clothing sub-objects.
Background Information: Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department (JFRD) added new personnel to Fire Stations 17, 37, 44, and 61.  The funding is necessary to ensure that the new rescue units and personnel are placed into service in January and April 2019. The appropriation covers the cost of clothing and bunker gear for the assigned rescue personnel. Also, funding permits the purchase of capital equipment which includes cardiac monitors, stairchairs, stretchers, SCBAs, and autopulse for eight (8) new rescue vehicles. The vehicles were approved in the FY 2019 budget and are assigned to Rescues 17, 29, 37, 44, 04, 10, and 14.
