Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to purchase: i) clothing and bunker gear for the new rescue personnel to be assigned to R17, R37, R44, and R61; and, ii) capital equipment, including cardiac monitors, stairchairs, stretchers, Self-Contained Breathing Apparatuses, and autopulse for eight (8) new rescue vehicles as approved in the FY 2019 budget. The rescue vehicles approved on the 2019 B4c schedule of the budget include R17, R29, R37, R44, R61, R04, R10, and R14.
