ORDINANCE 2018-869-E
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THAT CERTAIN EIGHTH AMENDMENT TO THE amended and restated lease BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE GATOR BOWL ASSOCIATION, INC. (“EIGHTH AMENDMENT”); PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE OFFICE OF SPORTS AND ENTERTAINMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Eighth Amendment to the Amended and Restated Lease between the City of Jacksonville and The Gator Bowl Association, Inc. (“Association”), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto and labeled as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference (“Eighth Amendment”). The Eighth Amendment provides to the Association for the 2019 Florida State University v. Boise State Game to be held at TIAA Bank Field the same base lease terms and conditions as agreed to between the City and the Association for its annual TaxSlayer Bowl Game, and establishes an inventory of in-game advertising assets, game tickets, and hospitality and parking passes to be used for City purposes.

Oversight.

The Office of Sports and Entertainment shall oversee the project described herein.


Section 3.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
