A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING CHANDRA CHEESEBOROUGH-GUICE FOR HER OUTSTANDING ACCOMPLISHMENTS IN TRACK AND FIELD AND DECLARING SATURDAY, APRIL 6, 2019 AS “CHANDRA CHEESEBOROUGH DAY” IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Jacksonville native Chandra Cheeseborough graduated from Jean Ribault High School where she was a three-sport athlete, a Parade All-American in basketball and a world class sprinter who set national high school records in the 100 yard and 220 yard dashes and set a world junior record in the 200 meters during her high school career; and


WHEREAS, in 1975, while still a 16 year old high school student she won two sprint gold medals in the 200 meters and 4x100 meters at the Pan American Games and in 1976 placed second in the 200 meters at the U.S. Olympic Trials and participated in the Summer Olympic Games in Montreal; and


WHEREAS, while a student at Tennessee State University Ms. Cheeseborough qualified for the U.S. Olympic Team in 1980, but did not get to perform on the world stage as the United States boycotted the Games that year; and

WHEREAS, in 1984 she finally made her return appearance at the Summer Olympics a great one, winning two golds and a silver at the Los Angeles games. Ms. Cheeseborough later returned to Tennessee State as the coach of men’s and women’s track and field where she was named Ohio Valley Conference Coach of the Year four times and also served as an assistant coach for sprinters for the 2008 Olympic Team at the Beijing Olympics; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Cheeseborough is a member of the USA Track and Field Hall of Fame, the Florida Sports Hall of Fame, the Florida High School Athletic Association Hall of Fame, and was recently inducted into the Ribault High School Athletic Hall of Fame; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Chandra Cheeseborough-Guice on her outstanding career as a multi-sport athlete and world class sprinter and on her subsequent great success as a track and field coach and mentor to young athletes.

In recognition of her long and highly successful career and of her recent induction into the Ribault High School Athletic Hall of Fame, the City Council does hereby declare Saturday, April 6, 2019 as “Chandra Cheeseborough Day” in Jacksonville and extends its best wishes to her for many more productive and successful years ahead.
