RESOLUTION 2018-880-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE RAINES HIGH SCHOOL VIKINGS FOOTBALL TEAM ON WINNING BACK-TO-BACK CLASS 4A STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, until 2017 only one Duval County public high school had ever won an FHSAA-sanctioned state football championship – the Raines High School Vikings in 1997 – until the Vikings won their second championship by defeating Cocoa High School by a score of 13-10; and


WHEREAS, this year the Vikings ran off 12 consecutive victories after a regular season Week 1 defeat, including dominating playoff wins over Marianna by a score of 47-9, a 42-0 shutout of West Nassau and a 48-0 drubbing of Dunnellon to reach the state championship game; and


WHEREAS, in a rematch against 4-time state champion Cocoa High School, Raines again came out on top in the matchup with the Tigers by a score of 27-13 in a game in which its dominating defense caused 5 turnovers and a balanced offense pulled away from a Cocoa comeback attempt in the second half, thereby becoming the first Duval public high school ever to win consecutive state football championships; and

WHEREAS, the consecutive state titles mark the first time since 1994-96 that a public school team from the Northeast Florida area has won back-to-back football championships, showing the difficulty of that achievement; and

WHEREAS, the Vikings’ victory has brought tremendous excitement to the Jacksonville community, and hopes for continuing success in future seasons; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Raines High School Vikings football team on winning their second consecutive Class 4A state championship, and extends to Head Coach Deran Wiley, his assistant coaches, the players, parents, and supporters of Raines High School the City’s heartiest congratulations and best wishes for much academic and athletic success in the future. The team’s accomplishment is a source of tremendous pride for the Jacksonville community, and demonstrates the value of belief, dedication and hard work to achieving a lofty goal.
