Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates a $200,000.00 Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) Program grant from the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) to fund public outdoor recreational improvements at Kathryn Abbey Hanna Park, as initiated by B.T. 19-041; it approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver DEP Agreement No. LW676 between DEP and the City; the ordinance amends the 2019-2023 five-year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E,
to provide funding for the project entitled “Hanna Park – Splash Park”; it provides for oversight by the Department of Parks and Recreation; requires report to DEP.
Background Information: This ordinance would enable the City to receive and appropriate $200,000 in grant funding from the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection for public outdoor recreation improvements.  The park improvements will include the renovation of the splash pad, an ADA accessible kayak launch, picnic facilities and additional playground equipment.  The improvements will be near the existing picnic area and playground equipment.  This park serves the greater Jacksonville area.
Policy Impact: Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department/Recreational Facilities
Fiscal Impact: The City’s application for the LWCF grant was submitted for the amount of $400,000 ($200,000 reimbursable from DEP and $200,000 is City’s match).
