An ordinance appropriating $200,000.00 OF AVAILABLE FUNDS FROM THE COUNTYWIDE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT II PROJECT TO THE FAÇADE RENOVATION GRANT PROGRAM (THE “PROGRAM”) TO PROVIDE COMMERCIAL OR RETAIL FAÇADE RENOVATION FUNDING ASSISTANCE FOR EXISTING BUSINESSES IN ECONOMICALLY DISTRESSED AREAS OF JACKSONVILLE, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-037; REQUIRING A REPORT from office of economic development TO CITY COUNCIL AND COUNCIL AUDITOR; providing an effective date.

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is a transfer of available funds from the Countywide Economic Development II Project to the Façade Renovation Grant Program (the “Program”).
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to the Program, which is designed to provide commercial or retail façade renovation funding assistance for existing businesses in economically distressed areas of Jacksonville. The Façade Renovation Grant program is a part of the Public Investment Policy. Façade renovations approved to date include: extensive painting and pressure washing projects; new and improved signage; upgrading windows; repairing or replacing fencing; repairing masonry; and, upgrading landscaping.
Section 3.

Report required.
The Office of Economic Development shall provide a biannual report to City Council and Council Auditor. The first report is due six months after the effective date of Ordinance 2018-370-E and subsequent reports are due every six months thereafter.
Section 4.
