ORDINANCE 2019-24
An ordinance appropriating A $15,000.00 GRANT AWARD from the NORTHEAST FLORIDA HEALTHCARE COALITION (NEFLHCC) TO FUND THE PURCHASE FOR THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT’S RESCUE UNITS OF AN AEROCLAVE DECONTAMINATION UNIT, A STATE OF THE ART DECONTAMINATION SYSTEM THAT USES A DRY MIST TO PROVIDE EFFECTIVE DISINFECTION OF ALL SURFACES AND IS 90% MORE EFFECTIVE THAN TRADITIONAL MANUAL CLEANING TECHNIQUES AND PRODUCTS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-036; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN NORTHEAST FLORIDA REGIONAL COUNCIL AND JACKSONVILLE FIRE RESCUE DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is a project grant award through the Northeast Florida Healthcare Coalition (NEFLHCC).

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funds to purchase an AeroClave decontamination unit for the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department’s rescue units. The AeroClave is a state of the art decontamination system that uses a dry mist to provide effective disinfection of all surfaces and is 90% more effective than traditional manual cleaning techniques and products. While a potent disinfectant, the AeroClave dry mist is safe with regard to electronics and personnel.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Memorandum of Agreement between Northeast Florida Regional Council and Jacksonville Fire Rescue Department, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Oversight.
Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project described herein.
