ORDINANCE 2018-26
AN ORDINANCE TRANSFERRING $841,416.00 from THE DEBT MANAGEMENT FUND AND THE GENERAL FUND/GENERAL SERVICES DISTRICT to mOTOR POOL – DIRECT REPLACEMENT for the purchase of 38 covert vehicles PREVIOUSLY SCHEDULED FOR LEASE for jso, as initiated by b.t. 19-042; AMENDING 2018-504-E, the FY 2019 BUDGET ORDINANCE, TO REPLACE REVISED SCHEDULE B4c, THE VEHICLE REPLACEMENT SCHEDULE, AS IT PERTAINS TO THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE (JSO) TO ALLOW FOR THE PURCHASE OF 38 COVERT VEHICLES PREVIOUSLY SCHEDULED FOR LEASE; APPROVING THE BANCORP BANK AS THE SELLER OF the VEHICLES; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER SUCH AGREEMENTS, bills of sale, AND ALL SUCH OTHER CONTRACTS AND DOCUMENTS AS MAY BE DEEMED APPROPRIATE BY THE CITY’S OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL AND RISK MANAGEMENT DIVISION TO ACCOMPLISH THE INTENT OF THIS ORDINANCE; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, FOR the bancorp bank; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation – Appropriating $841,416.00 from THE DEBT MANAGEMENT FUND AND THE GENERAL FUND/GENERAL SERVICES DISTRICT is to provide funding for the purchase of 38 covert vehicles for JSO. Fleet Management had planned to lease the vehicles under an existing leasing contract with The Bancorp Bank, but has now determined that it is in the City’s best interest to purchase the vehicles.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the purchase of the 38 vehicles listed on Exhibit 2.


Section 3.

Amending 2018-504-E, the FY 2019 Budget Ordinance, to replace Revised Schedule B4c to allow for the purchase of 38 Covert Vehicles Previously Scheduled for Lease.  2018-504-E, the 2019 FY Budget Ordinance, is hereby amended to replace Revised Schedule B4c Vehicle Replacement Schedule as it pertains to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO) to allow for the purchase of 38 covert vehicles previously scheduled for lease. The Second Revised Schedule B4c is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.


Section 4.

Authorizing Fleet Management Division to revise Fiscal Year 2019 Vehicle Replacement Schedule.
The Fleet Management Division is hereby authorized to add 38 covert vehicles to the 2018 Vehicle Replacement Schedule.

Section 5. 
Approval of The Bancorp Bank as the Seller of the Vehicles. The Bancorp Bank is hereby approved as the seller of the vehicles listed on Exhibit 2.

Section 6. 
Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute such agreements, bills of sale, and all such other contracts and documents as may, in the opinion of the City’s Office of General Counsel and Risk Management Division, be deemed appropriate to accomplish the intent of this Ordinance.

Section 7.

Invoking the Exception in Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the vehicles listed on Exhibit 2 from The Bancorp Bank. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 8.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
