AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING A TOTAL OF $781,748.00 FROM THE TREE PROTECTION AND RELATED EXPENSES TRUST FUND, ORDINANCE SUBFUND 15F, for THE PLANTing of 12 american hornbeams, 13 sycamores, 78 live oaks, 18 shumard oaks, 26 overcup oaks, 2 swamp chestnut oaks, 21 red maples, 12 sweetgums, 22 tulip poplars, 17 bald cypress, 2 eagleston holly, 10 winged elms, 49 drake elms, 38 crapemyrtles, 3 longleaf pines, 6 chinese Fringe Trees, 4 southern magnolias, 4 little gem magnolias, 24 dura-heat river birch, 8 pride of houston yaupon hollys and 13 Fringe Trees, FOR A PROJECT KNOWN AS “RAP ReLeaf Tree Planting”, IN COUNCIL DISTRICTs 14 and 10, in an area GENERALLY bounded by Interstate-95, iNTERSTATE-10, cASSAT aVENUE, San Juan Avenue, Jammes Road, Timuquana Road, and the St. Johns River; providing for reversion to the trust fund of any unspent funds; PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECT; DIRECTIVE to UTILIZe THE PROCUREMENT CODE FOR SELECTION OF CONTRACTOR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation - The funding above is being appropriated from the Tree Protection and Related Expenses Trust Fund, Subfund – 15F (Ordinance Code) for a tree planting project known as “RAP ReLeaf Tree Planting” to include site preparation, the purchase and planting of 12 American Hornbeams, 13 Sycamores, 78 Live Oaks, 18 Shumard Oaks, 26 Overcup Oaks, 2 Swamp Chestnut Oaks, 21 Red Maples, 12 Sweetgums, 22 Tulip Poplars, 17 Bald Cypress, 2 Eagleston Holly, 10 Winged Elms, 49 Drake Elms, 38 Crapemyrtles, 3 Longleaf Pines, 6 Chinese Fringe Trees, 4 Southern Magnolias, 4 Magnolias ‘Little Gem’, 24 River Birch ‘Dura-Heat’, 8 Yaupon Hollys ‘Pride Of Houston’ and 13 Fringe Trees, and including a one (1) year guarantee and maintenance of the plant material, on City rights-of-way in the neighborhoods of Five Points, Riverside, Avondale, Fairfax, Murray Hill, Ortega, Venetia, and Ortega Farms in Council District 14, and one tree in Cedar Hills Estates in District 10, as shown in Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised List, February 19, 2019 – NCSPHS”.


Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for plantings in locations where homeowners and business owners have requested and/or approved a new tree planting in their right-of-way, as well as to serve as replacements for trees that were removed after hurricane Irma and due to general decline within the City rights-of-way.  The City’s Urban Forestry team collaborated with Riverside Avondale Preservation and has completed research for the planning effort.    All sites have been field verified, and selection of species has been determined to best conform with existing infrastructure. Only a one year maintenance and guarantee will be sought from the contractor as the Urban Forestry team counseled the adjacent landowners on post-installation care of the trees, which should be established after one year.

Section 3.

Reversion of Funds.
At the completion of this project, any remaining balances shall revert back to the Tree Protection and Related Expenses Trust Fund, or other account of origin, if any.

Section 4.

Oversight.
 The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.


Section 5.

Procurement of Contract Services. The City is hereby authorized to procure the services of a landscape contractor for an amount not to exceed $781,748.00, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, to complete the project, including the services listed in Section 1, and as shown in Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised List, February 19, 2019 – NCSPHS”.  The project is known as “RAP ReLeaf Tree Planting”.
Section 6.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
