Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is a grant from the U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Victims of Crimes, with no local match, for the grant period October 1, 2018, through September 30, 2021.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the Law Enforcement-Based Direct Victim Services Program. The funding will be used to: augment IT staff to assist with tracking services and assistance provided to witnesses and victims of crime; hire a program manager and an additional victim advocate to serve additional witnesses and victims of crime; provide travel for two JSO staff members to attend Victims Services Practitioner Designation and other related training both local and long distance; and, provide emergency assistance to witnesses and victims of crime, including relocation assistance, asset recovery expenses, and information on other services that may be available through network partners. A copy of the Grant Award has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.
