ORDINANCE 2019-47
An ordinance appropriating A $50,000.00 GRANT AWARD from PETSMART CHARITIES, INC. TO EXPAND ANIMAL CARE AND PROTECTIVE SERVICES’ PET SAFETY NET PROGRAM, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-050; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN PETSMART CHARITIES, INC. AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE ANIMAL CARE AND PROTECTIVE SERVICES DIVISION; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is a grant awarded to the City’s Animal Care and Protective Services (ACPS) Division by PetSmart Charities, Inc. The distribution of funds will be made in a single cash installment from PetSmart Charities, Inc., and implementation of the grant will be through ACPS non-profit partners.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to expand ACPS’s Pet Safety Net Program by utilizing animal control officers and shelter staff to identify an estimated 1,000 pets and 1,000 people in need in the City of Jacksonville and equip them with the resources to provide immediate assistance, such as supplies, medical costs, behavioral training, and housing solutions. 
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Grant Agreement between PetSmart Charities, Inc. and the City of Jacksonville, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Oversight.
The Animal Care and Protective Services Division shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
