(NTN) FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF THE CANDIDATE PHYSICAL ABILITIES TEST (CPAT) TO COVER THE COSTS OF EQUIPMENT AND FACILITY IMPROVEMENT, REPAIR, AND MAINTENANCE, AND THE PURCHASE OF ADDITIONAL EQUIPMENT NECESSARY TO CONTINUE USING THE CPAT FOR NEW HIRES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-048; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE CHIEF OF THE TRAINING DIVISION OF THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE TEST CENTER AGREEMENT BETWEEN NTN AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to cover the costs of equipment and facility improvement, repair, and maintenance, and the purchase of additional equipment necessary to continue using the CPAT for new hires.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Chief of the Training Division of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department is hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Test Center Agreement between the National Testing Network, Inc. and the City of Jacksonville, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.

Oversight.
The Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project described herein.
