Bill Summary: This bill amends Section 16.06 (Funding and enhanced pension benefits), Article 16 – Retirement and Pension Benefits, to permit the $20 booking fee to be used for any legal use for the benefit of corrections officers.
Background Information: This amendment clarifies and reconciles the City charter with the recently enacted collective bargaining agreements and associated legislation (2018-757). This change is necessary to carry out the intended use of the arrest and booking fees by the Fraternal Order of Police for any legal purpose as recently approved by City Council. The funds collected from the arrest and booking fees of the detainees at the jail will be used to enhance the pension, retirement, insurance or other legal uses for the benefit of corrections officers.
Policy Impact Area: Arrest and booking fees
Fiscal Impact: $20.00 administrative surcharge per detainee into a consolidated City of Jacksonville corrections facility.
