(5) On page 2, lines 10-19, strike “(3) the proposed waiver will not substantially diminish property values in, nor alter the essential character of, the area surrounding the site and will not substantially interfere with or injure the rights of others whose property would be affected by the waiver; (4) there is a valid and effective easement for adequate vehicular access connected to a public street which is maintained by the City or an approved private street; and (5) the proposed waiver will not be detrimental to the public health, safety or welfare, result in additional expense, the creation of nuisances or conflict with any other applicable law;” and

(6) On page 2, line 27, strike “meets” and insert “fails to meet all of”; and 
(7) On page 2, line 29, strike “approved” and insert “denied”; and

(8) On page 3, strike lines 11-23, in their entirety; and

(9) On page 3, lines 27-31, strike “Failure to exercise the waiver, if herein granted, by the commencement of the use or action herein approved within one year of the effective date of this legislation shall render this waiver invalid and all rights arising therefrom shall terminate.”; and 

(10) Renumber the remaining Section.

(11) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
