Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates unobligated federal grant funds in the amount of $71,580.00 to provide to the Environmental Quality Division (EQD) funding to purchase equipment for air monitoring sites within Duval County and to cover support and upgrade services for EQD’s AirVision software, as initiated by B.T. 19-055.
Background Information: The ordinance appropriates funds available in a grant between the Environmental Protection Agency and the Environmental Quality Division.  The grant period in the account ends in fiscal year 2019 at which times these funds will no longer be available.  The Environmental Quality Division has been repairing/procuring ambient air monitoring equipment and ancillary supplies for the last couple of years.  This appropriation will allow EQD staff to purchase necessary equipment for air monitoring sites and provide funding to cover the cost of support and upgrade services for EQD’s AirVision software.
