Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $392,272.00 from the Department of Homeland Security/Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) through the Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM), as initiated by B.T. 19-052; authorizes the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the city, the Federally-Funded Subaward and Grant Agreement between FDEM and City of Jacksonville; provides for City oversight by the Department of Investigations and Homeland Security of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office; and approves a position, as initiated by R.C. 19-052.
Background Information: The appropriation does not require a local match. The funds are allocated to hire one Public Safety Analyst/SPE position and cover the expense of regional specialized training, travel expense, repairs and maintenance, clothing, and the purchase of specialized equipment for the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office. The grant period is September 1, 2018, through August 31, 2020.
