An ordinance appropriating $393,272.00 FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY/FEDERAL EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY (FEMA) THROUGH THE FLORIDA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (FDEM), WITH NO CITY MATCH, TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR REGIONAL SPECIALIZED TRAINING, THE PURCHASE OF SPECIALIZED EQUIPMENT, AND THE ADDITION OF ONE PUBLIC SAFETY ANALYST/SPE POSITION, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-052; authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and the corporation secretary to execute AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUBAWARD AND GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN FDEM AND CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF INVESTIGATIONS AND HOMELAND SECURITY OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; APPROVING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 19-052; providing an effective date.

Explanation of Appropriation


The funding above is a grant award in the amount of $393,272.00 from the U. S. Department of Homeland Security/Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) through the State of Florida Division of Emergency Management, with no local match. This grant is included on the FY2019 Schedule B1a, but the full time employee was excluded from the B1a.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for regional specialized training, the purchase of specialized equipment, and the addition of one Public Safety Analyst/SPE position. The grant period is from September 1, 2018, through August 31, 2020.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Federally-Funded Subaward and Grant Agreement between the Division of Emergency Management and City of Jacksonville, in substantially the same form placed Revised On File with the Office of Legislative Services.

 The Department of Investigations and Homeland Security of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office will provide oversight.
