An ordinance appropriating $3,456,857.00 ($3,000,000 from Public Buildings Reserves – Camera Maintenance/Upgrade/Replace and $456,857 from Public Parking Retained Earnings) TO PROVIDE UPGRADES, REPLACEMENTS, AND NEW INSTALLATIONS OF VIDEO HARDWARE, CAMERAS, AND NETWORK INFRASTRUCTURE AS PART OF THE CITY’S ENTERPRISE SECURITY VIDEO CAMERA SOLUTION, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-060; providing an effective date.

Explanation of appropriation

The appropriation above is a transfer of funds ($3,000,000 from Public Buildings Reserves – Camera Maintenance/Upgrade/ Replace and $456,857 from Public Parking Retained Earnings) to Public Parking, ITD Operations and Technology Equipment Refresh. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide upgrades, replacements, and new installations of video hardware, cameras, and network infrastructure as part of the City’s enterprise security video camera solution. Agencies receiving the upgrades are: Public Parking; Fleet Management; Jacksonville Public Library; Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department; Public Works; Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO); and, Tax Collector. There are 1,666 cameras involved in the project. With advances in high definition cameras, the video systems will be able to record higher quality resolution imagery. JSO will be able to connect to each of these locations and obtain video feeds as part of the Command Aware solution.
