Bill Summary: This bill approves and authorizes the Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Downtown Vision, Inc. The Enhanced Municipal Services Agreement sets forth a seven year term, however each year’s Special Assessment will be subject to review and approval by the Council. The Downtown Investment Authority will oversee the Agreement. 
Background Information: The purpose of this legislation is to authorize the service agreement between the City and Downtown Vision, Inc. (DVI) for that entity to utilize the special assessment funds appropriated by the City to provide enhanced public services to downtown properties. The 2018 non-ad valorem assessment for the Downtown Business Improvement District on all non-exempt commercial property in the Downtown Business Improvement District shall be equal to the value of 1.1 mills on each property (anticipated revenue of $794,285 from commercial properties and $422,787 from City-owned properties in FY18-19).
Policy Impact Area: Downtown Vision, Inc.
Fiscal Impact: The City of Jacksonville’s contribution to DVI is equal to 1.1 mills of the value of the City's owned property ($456,775 minus a rent credit of $33,988 for Downtown Vision’s office space in the Ed Ball Building)
