Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2019-101
An ordinance appropriating $50,000.00 from THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION TRUST FUND TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD FUND OPERATING ACCOUNT TO ASSIST IN THE DEVELOPMENT AND ACTIVATION OF THE EMERALD NECKLACE BY PROVIDING FUNDING TO GROUNDWORK JACKSONVILLE, INC. FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF AN URBAN BIODIVERSITY CORRIDOR ALONG THE S-LINE URBAN TRAIL AND HOGANS CREEK, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-053; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS thROugh SEPTEMBER 30, 2021; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, for and ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE FUNDING AGREEMENT FOR S-LINE BIODIVERSITY CORRIDOR ALONG HOGANS CREEK BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND GROUNDWORK JACKSONVILLE, INC.; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT; REQUIRING ANNUAL REPORT TO JACKSONVILLE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is being transferred from the Environmental Protection Trust Fund to the Environmental Protection Board Fund Operating Account.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to assist in the development and activation of the Emerald Necklace (the “Plan”) by providing funding to Groundwork Jacksonville, Inc. for the development of an Urban Biodiversity Corridor along the S-Line urban trail and Hogans Creek. The Urban Biodiversity Corridor will feature watershed conservation, low-impact development, and green infrastructure practices and promote nature habitats.
Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover through September 30, 2021.

Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Funding Agreement for S-Line Biodiversity Corridor along Hogans Creek between the City of Jacksonville and Groundwork Jacksonville, Inc. (“Groundwork”), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 5.

Oversight.

The Neighborhoods Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Annual Report.
Groundwork is required to submit to the Jacksonville Environmental Protection Board an annual report on the Plan and its implementation. The annual report is to be submitted on September 15th of each year through September 30, 2021. 
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
