ORDINANCE 2019-123-E
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A PORTION OF THE CUL-DE-SAC LYING IN HIGHFIELD AVENUE, ESTABLISHED IN SOUTHSIDE OAKS REPLAT VIA PLAT BOOK 69, PAGE 110, OF THE CURRENT PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, AT THE REQUEST OF AMH DEVELOPMENT, LLC, THE OWNER OF ALL PROPERTY ABUTTING THE CUL-DE-SAC; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of the cul-de-sac lying in Highfield Avenue, established in Southside Oaks Replat via Plat Book 69, Page 110, of the Current Public Records of Duval County, Florida, in Council District 4, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a cul-de-sac at the request of AMH Development, LLC, the owner of all property abutting the cul-de-sac (the “Applicant”).

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of the portion of the cul-de-sac is requested by Applicant to allow Applicant to extend Highfield Avenue beyond the existing cul-de-sac and onto its property for a single family residential development and thus render the existing cul-de-sac obsolete.  Applicant has paid the $2,091.00 closure application fee, which has been deposited into the General Fund. There were no objections from city, state, or utility agencies to closure of the portion of the cul-de-sac. 

Section 3.

Hold Harmless Covenant.
The closure and abandonment by the City of its interest in the portion of the cul-de-sac is subject to the execution and delivery to the City by Applicant of a hold harmless covenant in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. Accordingly, the closure and abandonment of the portion of the cul-de-sac shall not be recorded in the Public Records until execution and delivery to the City by the Applicant of the required hold harmless covenant.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
