ORDINANCE 2019-138
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR HIS DESIGNEE AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT (“AGREEMENT”) BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE VESTCOR FAMILY FOUNDATION, INC., A FLORIDA CORPORATION NOT FOR PROFIT (“DEVELOPER”), AND TO EXECUTE ALL DEEDS AND CLOSING DOCUMENTS RELATING THERETO, AND OTHERWISE TAKE ALL NECESSARY ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSES OF THE AGREEMENT, FOR THE CONVEYANCE TO DEVELOPER OF PROPERTY LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9, COMPRISED OF TWO PARCELS CONSISTING OF APPROXIMATELY 10.42 ACRES PARCELS OF PARKLAND AND UNIMPROVED REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 2100 AND 2039 FOREST STREET, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA (THE “PROPERTY”), TO REDEVELOP INTO A CHARTER SCHOOL; DECLARING THE PROPERTY TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; WAIVING SECTION 122.421(b) (PRESERVATION OF PARKLANDS); RESERVING OR GRANTING AN ALL UTILITIES AND FACILITIES EASEMENT FOR JEA; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE REAL ESTATE DIVISION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) is the owner of two parcels consisting of approximately 10.42 acres of parkland and unimproved real property located at 2100 and 2039 Forest Street, R.E. # 089920-0000 and 089549-0000, and in the North Riverside neighborhood, (the “Property”); and 

WHEREAS, Developer desires to purchase the Property in order to develop the Property and operate a charter school (the “Project”; and

WHEREAS, in order to acquire the Property, Developer proposes to: (i) pay $1,428,000.00 to the City; (ii) complete, at City’s cost, ash remediation pursuant to the EPA Consent Order governing the Property within twenty-four (24) months following closing on the Property; (iii) pay all closing costs and fees and construction costs associated with the Project; (iv) construct a parking lot to benefit public access to McCoy’s Creek; and (v) agree to reserve (or provide if one does not already exist) an all utilities and facilities easement on behalf of JEA; and

WHEREAS, the proceeds from the sale will be used for purposes of maintaining or acquiring land for recreation, park or conservation uses; and

WHEREAS, supporting the Project will allow redevelopment of vacant property, eliminate blight conditions in the area, facilitate ash remediation, establish a charter school, and provide a service and job opportunities to residents of the area; now, therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Purchase and Sale Agreement Authorized.  There is hereby approved and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Purchase and Sale Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Developer, in substantially the form placed On File with the Legislative Services Division (the “Agreement”), and the Real Estate Division is authorized to (1) execute and deliver all such other documents, necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this Ordinance and (2) to take, or cause to be taken, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this Ordinance. The Agreement may modified to include such additions, deletions and changes as may be reasonable, necessary and incidental for carrying out the purposes thereof, as may be acceptable to the Mayor, or his designee, with such inclusion and acceptance being evidenced by execution of the Agreement by the Real Estate Division; provided however, no modification to the Agreement may increase the financial obligations or liability of the City to an amount in excess of the amount stated in the Agreement or decrease the financial obligations or liability of the Developer, and any such modification shall be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the Office of General Counsel. For purposes of this Ordinance, the term “technical changes” is defined as those changes having no financial impact to the City, including, but not limited to, changes in legal descriptions or surveys, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, design standards, access and site plan, resolution of title defects, if any, and other non-substantive changes that do not substantively increase the duties and responsibilities of the City under the provisions of the Agreement. 
Section 2.

Waiver of Chapter 122 and Disposition Authorized.  The City hereby waives the provisions of Section 122.421(b), (Preservation of parklands), to surplus parklands without replacing parklands in like size and value in the same general location areas.  A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  All proceeds from the sale of the Property shall be deposited into the Jacksonville Recreational and Environmental Land Acquisition Capital Projects Fund, as created in Section 111.130, for the purpose of maintaining or acquiring land for recreation, park and conservation uses within District 9.
Section 3.  McCoy’s Creek Access.  Developer shall include in its 10-set plans construction of a parking lot to provide public access to McCoy’s Creek.
Section 3.

Oversight.

The Real Estate Division shall provide oversight and administration of the Agreement for the duration of the Agreement.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
