A RESOLUTION HONORING REVEREND DR. HENRY THOMAS RHIM FOR HIS LIFETIME OF FAITH, LEADERSHIP AND SERVICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Reverend Doctor Henry Thomas Rhim built a life of faith and family in Jacksonville with his wife Mellnease Kendrick Rhim, and together they raised a son and daughter; and 

WHEREAS, for more than four decades, Reverend Doctor Henry Thomas Rhim has served as an outstanding community leader and Pastor of St. Joseph Missionary Baptist Church, impacting thousands of lives in the Jacksonville area. Reverend Rhim also dedicated thirty years of service to the United States Postal Service before retiring in 1987; and
WHEREAS, Reverend Rhim served in numerous officer roles in the East Florida and Bethany Baptist Association, including as President, Financial Secretary, and Chieftain of the Youth Department. Reverend Rhim was a member of the Board of Trustees of the Baptist Ministers Conference of Duval and surrounding communities, and the Interdenominational Ministerial Alliance; and
WHEREAS, Reverend Doctor Henry T. Rhim was appointed to the finance committee of the National Baptist Convention of America, and was a representative of the Congress of National Black Churches, authoring 2 devotions for the African American Devotional Bible; and

WHEREAS, as President of the Progressive Missionary and Educational Baptist State Convention, Reverend Dr. Rhim was appointed to the Board of Trustees of Florida Memorial College, and in 2012 was honored by the Baptist Ministries Conference of Duval and Adjacent Countries with the Martin Luther King Jr. Humanitarian Award at the Martin Luther King Breakfast sponsored by the Baptist Ministries Conference; and
WHEREAS, Reverend Doctor Henry T. Rhim also received the SCLC Legends, Pioneers, and Trailblazer Award from the Jacksonville Chapter of the Southern Christian Leadership Conference; and the Ministry Legends Award from the Barker Foundation; and Mayor Alvin Brown’s Trailblazers Award for his lifetime as a community activist; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors Reverend Doctor Henry T. Rhim for his lifetime of spiritual leadership. Reverend Rhim has dedicated decades to strengthening his community and being a role model to all who know him.
