A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE CIVIC CONTRIBUTIONS OF DOUG AND TERESA MOORE TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Doug and Teresa Moore’s community involvement is directly connected to their love of and hard work in the field of agriculture. They maintained a successful family business in dairy farming for three generations, living on land on Dunn Avenue owned by their family since 1920, until they relocated to New Berlin Road in 1950. The Moores retired from the dairy business in 2004 and followed their next dream of owning timberland that they could live on and manage for timber and wildlife. In the same year, Doug Moore was selected as the Outdoorsman of the Year by the Florida Wildlife Federation; and

WHEREAS, the Moore’s civic involvement was always done simply to benefit their community. Both of them served over 20 years on the Economic Development and Enhancement of North Jacksonville (EDEN) Group to ensure the enhancement of economic development, education, transportation, quality of life, and pride in the area by promoting its natural beauty, history, neighborhoods, safe community and streets, cultural diversity, growth opportunities and the undeniable goodness of its residents. For their efforts Mr. and Mrs. Moore were honored as the 2018 Florida Outstanding Tree Farmers of the Year by the Florida Land Steward Partnership; and

WHEREAS, Doug Moore was appointed by the Mayor to the Agricultural Advisory Board in September 1988 and served eight years. After winning the election in 2005, he served four years on the Soil & Water Conservation Board representing District 4 and has also served 20 years on the Board of Farm Credit Bank of Florida. He is now actively engaged in zoning issues in Baker County and is the Vice President of Baker County Farm Bureau. Teresa Moore was actively involved in the North Citizen Planning Advisory Committee (CPAC) and organizing the rural area’s residents. Since her appointment by the Council President in October 2016 she has served on the Context Sensitive Streets Standards Committee, which is tasked to review and revise City standard specifications, City standard details, and the Land Development Procedures Manual and recommended amendments to the Ordinance Code and 2030 Comprehensive Plan relating to transportation, traffic engineering and roadway design, including but not limited to parking, sidewalks, bicycle and pedestrian use and transit; now therefore
