
Ordinance #12 revised - March 14, 2005


Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:
ORDINANCE 2019-170
An ordinance appropriating $617,587.48 FROM CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS THAT WERE CERTIFIED COMPLETE BY THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS, CLOSED, AND HAD THE RESIDUAL BALANCES RETURNED TO THEIR SOURCE OR SOURCES OF ORIGIN, AS WELL AS GENERAL FUND DEBT SERVICE INTEREST,  to PROVIDE FUNDING FOR FIRE STATION REPAIRS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-062; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2019-2020; AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “JFRD FIRE STATION REPAIRS”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of appropriation
The funding above is from Capital Improvement Projects that were certified complete by the Director of Public Works, closed, and had the residual balances returned to their source or sources of origin, as well as General Fund debt service interest.

Section 2.

Carryover. 
The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2019-2020.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for fire station repairs. Various fire stations require miscellaneous repairs, such as roof repairs, interior repairs and renovations, HVAC, repairs related to water intrusion, and various other repairs. 
Section 4.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “JFRD Fire Station Repairs.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will delay the needed repairs to fire station facilities which house Fire and Rescue emergency response personnel 24/7. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
