
NCSPHS AMENDMENT

The Neighborhoods, Community Services, Public Health and Safety Committee offers the following amendment to File No. 2019-173:
(1) On page 1, line 5, strike “$764,823.00” and insert “$764,283.00”; 

(2) On page 1, lines 9-10, strike “AND PLACE THE FUNDING INTO A CONTINGENCY FOR INITIAL FUNDING OF” and insert “AND PLACE THE FUNDING INTO OPERATIONAL ACCOUNTS FOR”; 

(3) On page 1, lines 12-13, 20, 23 and 25, strike “B.T. 19-071” and insert “Revised B.T. 19-071”; 
(4) On page 1, line 13, before “PROVIDING” insert “PROVIDING FOR CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FY 2019-2020; PROVIDING FOR EXPENDITURE OF PUBLIC FUNDS ON FOOD, PURSUANT TO SECTION 106.203(B), ORDINANCE CODE;”

(5) On page 1, line 20, strike “Exhibit 1” and insert “Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised B.T. 19-071, April 1, 2019 – NCSPHS””; 

(6) On page 2, lines 2-6, strike Section 2 (Purpose) in its entirety and insert new Sections 2, 3 and 4 to read as follows:
“Section 2.
Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to reduce the fiscal year 2019 General Fund – GSD loan and place the funding in an operational account for training and technical assistance, site setup, and activities necessary for implementation of the Cure Violence public health model violence reduction strategy.   
 Section 3.  
Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2019-2020.
 Section 4. 
Expenditure of Public Funds on Food, pursuant to 106.203(b), Ordinance Code. The Cure Violence program is authorized to expend funds on food and beverage. The purpose of the Cure Violence grant is outreach to the community to effectuate change with the goal of reducing violence. The food will be one source of interacting with the community at large to implement the Cure Violence program.”;

(7) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly; 

(8) Remove Exhibit 1 and replace with Revised Exhibit 1 attached hereto, which attaches Revised B.T. 19-071; 
(9) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.    
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
