An ordinance appropriating $764,283.00 from THE FISCAL YEAR 2018 FUND BALANCE WITHIN THE KATHRYN HANNA PARK SUBFUND IN ORDER TO REDUCE THE FISCAL YEAR 2019 GENERAL FUND – GSD LOAN AND PLACE THE FUNDING INTO OPERATIONAL ACCOUNTS FOR THE CURE VIOLENCE PROGRAM PENDING THE DEVELOPMENT OF A COMPLETED SCOPE OF WORK AND SERVICES, AS INITIATED BY REVISED B.T. 19-071; PROVIDING FOR CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FY 2019-2020; PROVIDING FOR EXPENDITURE OF PUBLIC FUNDS ON FOOD, PURSUANT TO SECTION 106.203(B), ORDINANCE CODE; providing an effective date.

Section 1.

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is from fiscal year 2018 fund balance within the Kathryn Hanna Park subfund 1D2. This appropriation reduces the General Fund - GSD loan to Kathryn Hanna Park subfund 1D2 from $846,320.00 to $82,037.00, with the remaining balance to be repaid as part of the fiscal year 2020 budget.

Section 2.

Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to reduce the fiscal year 2019 General Fund – GSD loan and place the funding in an operational account for training and technical assistance, site setup, and activities necessary for implementation of the Cure Violence public health model violence reduction strategy.   

 
Section 3.  
Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2019-2020.

Section 4. 
Expenditure of Public Funds on Food, pursuant to 106.203(b), Ordinance Code. The Cure Violence program is authorized to expend funds (up to 5% of the total grant in the aggregate) on food and beverage. The purpose of the Cure Violence grant is outreach to the community to effectuate change with the goal of reducing violence. The food will be one source of interacting with the community at large to implement the Cure Violence program.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
