ORDINANCE 2019-178
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING A TOTAL OF $254,840.00 FROM THE TREE PROTECTION AND RELATED EXPENSES TRUST FUND, ORDINANCE SUBFUND 15F, for THE PROJECT KNOWN AS “Moncrief road BEAuTIFICATION” along moncrief road from 33rd street to 45th street, IN COUNCIL District 8; providing for reversion of unspent funds; PROVIDING FOR THE public works DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECT; DIRECTIVE to UTILIZe THE PROCUREMENT CODE FOR SELECTION OF CONTRACTOR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.

(c) Explanation of Appropriation - The funding above is being appropriated from the Tree Protection and Related Expenses Trust Fund, Subfund – 15F (Ordinance Code) for a tree planting project known as “Moncrief Road Beautification”, and including a one (1) year guarantee and maintenance of the plant material, on City rights-of-way along Moncrief Road from 33rd Street to 45th Street, in Council District 8. 

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the “Moncrief Road Beautification” tree planting project along Moncrief Road from 33rd Street to 45th Street, in Council District 8, as described in Exhibit 2 attached hereto. All sites have been field verified, and selection of species has been determined to best conform with existing infrastructure. Only a one year maintenance and guarantee will be sought from the contractor.

Section 3.

Reversion of Funds.
At the completion of this project, any remaining balances shall revert back to the Tree Protection and Related Expenses Trust Fund, or other account of origin, if any.

Section 4.

Oversight.
 The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.


Section 5.

Procurement of Contract Services. The City is hereby authorized to procure the services of a landscape contractor for an amount not to exceed $254,840.00, pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, to complete the project, including the services listed in Section 1, and as shown in Exhibit 2. The tree planting project is known as “Moncrief Road Beautification.”
Section 6.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
