ORDINANCE 2019-179
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $269,000 FROM THE JACKSONVILLE RECREATIONAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL LAND ACQUISITION CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND TO TREE HILL, INC., $103,00 OF WHICH SHALL BE USED FOR THE ACQUISITION OF PROPERTY AT 7150 LONE STAR ROAD, JACKSONVILLE, AND THE BALANCE FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO THE PROPERTY; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND TREE HILL, INC. FOR THE PURPOSE OF ACQUIRING THE PROPERTY AND CONSTRUCTING THE IMPROVEMENTS; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, TO AWARD THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES TO TREE HILL, INC. FOR MANAGEMENT AND OVERSIGHT OF THE ACQUISITION AND CONSTRUCTION; AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “TREE HILL EXPANSION & IMPROVEMENT”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2019-2020.


Section 3.

Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Tree Hill, Inc. for the acquisition and improvement of the property at 7150 Lone Star Road as an addition to the Tree Hill Nature Center Approved.  There is approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver, an agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Tree Hill, Inc., in substantially the form attached as Exhibit 2 (the “Agreement”) and including the indemnity and insurance requirements of the City’s Risk Management Division.  Additionally, the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents contemplated by the Agreement, including, but not limited to extensions, and that are necessary to complete the acquisition and the construction of improvements described therein. 


 Section 4.
Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide total funding of $269,000.00, which shall be allocated 1) $103,000 for acquisition of the property at 7150 Lone Star Road, Jacksonville, RE# 142494-0000, and 2) $166,000.00 for the construction of certain improvements as specified in the Agreement.

Section 5.

Invoking the exception provided by Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is authorized to procure the use of the services of Tree Hill, Inc. to coordinate and oversee the acquisition and improvement of the property at 7150 Lone Star Road, Jacksonville, FL 32211-5836 as an addition to the Tree Hill Nature Center. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, this procurement is exempt from competitive solicitation.  With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 6.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the Project entitled “Tree Hill Expansion & Improvements” The Project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral would eliminate the opportunity to acquire the property and develop the improvements for the Tree Hill Nature Center. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 7.    Oversight Department. The City of Jacksonville’s Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department shall oversee the project described in this Ordinance.

Section 8.

Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to subsequent fiscal years.

Section 9. 
Effective Date.
   This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
