ORDINANCE 2019-204
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THE TRANSFER AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILE AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“FDOT”) FOR I-95/SR 9 AT AIRPORT ROAD (SR 102) INTERCHANGE IMPROVEMENTS, OPERATIONAL IMPROVEMENTS ON DUVAL ROAD, AND THE RESURFACING OF MAX LEGGETT PARKWAY, AIRPORT CENTER DRIVE, AND CITY CENTER BOULEVARD; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Approval and authorization to execute Transfer and Maintenance Agreement.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Transfer and Maintenance Agreement between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) for a construction project that will include I-95 (SR 9) interchange improvements at Airport Road (SR 102) as well as operational improvements on Duval Road and the resurfacing of Max Leggett Parkway, Airport Center Drive, and City Center Boulevard. A copy of the Transfer and Maintenance Agreement has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services. Certain portions of the improvements are on property currently owned or maintained by the City, while other portions of the property are currently owned or in the process of being acquired by FDOT and will be transferred to the City upon completion of the improvements via a map transfer; the remaining portions will be subject to a perpetual easement. Once complete, the City will  operate, maintain, and repair the property and all improvements.
Section 2. 
Oversight. The Engineering and Construction Management Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the Project.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
