Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above is a grant award from The Duffield Family Foundation d/b/a Maddie’s Fund to the Animal Care and Protective Services Division to fund the salary and benefits of one full time veterinarian.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to support a Maddie’s Shelter Medicine Internship. The funding provided will be used to pay salary and benefits to a licensed veterinarian seeking to obtain a certificate in Shelter Medicine from Maddie’s Fund.
