AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $278,862.16 IN AVAILABLE REVENUE AND RESERVES WITHIN THE ART IN PUBLIC PLACES TRUST FUND AND FUNDING FROM THE PUBLIC ART PROJECT IN VARIOUS CAPITAL SUBFUNDS IN ORDER TO CORRECT SUBOBJECTS, PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDING TO COMPLETE THE CUBA HUNTER PARK PUBLIC ART NEIGHBORHOOD PROJECT, AND MOVE FUNDING INTO THE MISCELLANEOUS SERVICES AND CHARGES SUBOBJECT TO FUND PROJECTS LISTED ON THE CONSERVATION REPORT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-077; AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “CUBA HUNTER PARK – PUBLIC ART”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is an appropriation of available revenue and a deappropriation of reserves and trust fund authorized expenditures within the Art in Public Places Trust Fund and a deappropriation of reserves and public art funding from the Public Art Project in various bond accounts to fund professional services, public art, and miscellaneous services and charges within the Art in Public Places Trust Fund and public art within the Cuba Hunter Park project.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to correct subobjects, provide additional funding to complete the Cuba Hunter Park Public Art neighborhood project, and move funding into the Miscellaneous Services and Charges subobject to fund projects listed on the conservation report.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the project entitled “Cuba Hunter Park – Public Art.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will unnecessarily delay this project and may result in further deterioration and increased costs for care. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
