WHEREAS, the Council approved a revised Public Investment Policy of the Office of Economic Development by adoption of Ordinance 2016-382-E; and 


WHEREAS, the Council amended the Public Investment Policy  through Ordinance 2018-370-E pertaining to the Façade Renovation Grant Program; and 


WHEREAS, the Council would like to further amend the Public Investment Policy regarding the Jacksonville Film & Television Job & Business Creation Incentive Program to change the incentive investments for qualified productions from a sliding scale to a percentage rebate for direct qualified expenditures; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization of Amendment to Public Investment Policy.  The Council hereby approves and authorizes the amendment of the Jacksonville Film & Television Job & Business Creation Incentive Program within the Public Investment Policy of the Office of Economic Development substantially in the form of the Program Summary and Program Evaluation, a copy of the proposed revisions is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev Policy, May 6, 2019 – NCSPHS” and incorporated by reference herein. The changes in the Program Summary and Program Evaluation proposed relate to a change in the investment incentives range from a sliding scale to a rebate percentage based upon direct qualified expenditures for qualified productions.

Section 2.

No Other Changes.  Except as provided herein, there are no other changes or amendments to the Public Investment Policy approved by Ordinance 2016-382-E. 

Section 3.
