AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $345,862.61 FOR THE EMERALD TRAIL MODEL MILE project (Transferring $149,153.31 FROM MOBILITY FEES COLLECTED IN MOBILITY ZONE 9 – Bike/Ped to the McCoy’s Creek Greenway Project and transferring funding currently allocated to McCoy’s Creek Greenway; appropriating $196,709.30  from investment pool earnings for Fair Share Agreements to the Countywide Intersection Improvements - Intersections project and transferring funding currently allocated to Countywide Intersection Improvements - Intersections to Roadway Resurfacing; And Appropriating $196,709.30 from the Constitutional Gas Tax dollars from Roadway Resurfacing to the Emerald Trail Model Mile PROJECT); AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “Emerald Trail Model Mile”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is from Mobility Fees collected in Mobility Zone 9 - Bike/Ped to the McCoy's Creek Greenway project and transferring funding currently allocated to McCoy's Creek Greenway to the Emerald Trail Model Mile project ($149,153.31). Also appropriating funding ($196,709.30) from Roadway Resurfacing to Emerald Trail Model Mile Project; replacing that funding in Roadway Resurfacing by transferring funds from Countywide Intersection Improvements - Intersections to Roadway Resurfacing ($196,709.30); and replacing that funding in Countywide Intersection Improvements – Intersections by appropriating investment pool earnings for Fair Share Agreements to the Countywide Intersection Improvements - Intersections project($196,709.30). 

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to provide funding for the project entitled “Emerald Trail Model Mile.” This project consists of design and construction of a multi-use path that will make the 1.3 mile connection from the south end of the existing S-Line trail to the intersection of Park Street and Stonewall Street including modifications to the Park Street viaduct. In addition, the project includes mid-block crossings with Rectangular Rapid Flashing Beacons (RRFB) to help connect surrounding neighborhoods and other recreational amenities with a pedestrian friendly walkway. The project will connect to the previously approved and funded Park Street Road Diet CIP project.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended for the project entitled “Emerald Trail Model Mile”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will prevent design coordination of this segment with the previously approved Park Street segment and may result in delays to that project as well as delaying the benefits of this connection to the redevelopment of LaVilla. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
