Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2019-249
An ordinance appropriating $75,000.00 IN FUND BALANCE from the environmental protection BOARD (EPB) TRUST FUND TO THE EPB TRUST FUND OPERATING ACCOUNT to provide funding FOR SUPPLIES AND OUTREACH ACTIVITIES, AS WELL AS TRAINING AND MEMBERSHIP FEES FOR EPB MEMBERS AND STAFF, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-065; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2021; PROVIDING FOR WAIVER OF section 111.755 (ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND), PART 7 (ENVIRONMENT AND CONSERVATION), CHAPTER 111 (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS), ordinance code, SO AS TO AUTHORIZE EPB TO UTILIZE FUNDS FROM THE EPB TRUST FUND FOR SUPPLIES AND OUTREACH ACTIVITIES, AS WELL AS TRAINING AND MEMBERSHIP FEES FOR EPB MEMBERS AND STAFF; PROVIDING FOR WAIVER OF SECTION 360.602 (USES OF FUND), PART 6 (ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND), CHAPTER 360 (ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATION), ordinance code, SO AS TO AUTHORIZE EPB TO UTILIZE FUNDS FROM THE EPB TRUST FUND FOR SUPPLIES AND OUTREACH ACTIVITIES, AS WELL AS FOR TRAINING AND MEMBERSHIP FEES FOR EPB MEMBERS AND STAFF; AMENDING SECOND REVISED ATTACHMENT A TO ORDINANCE 2018-504-E; REQUIRING ANNUAL REPORT; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The appropriation above is fund balance from the Environmental Protection Board (EPB) Trust Fund to the EPB Trust Fund operating account to provide funding for outreach activities and for travel, supplies, training, dues, subscriptions, and membership fees for EPB members and staff.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for outreach activities such as Clean Air Day and Aquafest Water Festival at the Museum of Science and History. The funding will also be used for travel, supplies, training, dues, subscriptions, and membership fees for EPB members and staff.  
Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover through September 30, 2021. 
Section 4.

Waiver of Section 111.755 (Environmental Protection Fund), Ordinance Code, waived.  Section 111.755 (Environmental Protection Fund), Part 7 (Environment and Conservation), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts) is waived. Section 111.755 sets forth specific purposes for which the Environmental Protection Fund (the “Fund”) must be used by the Environmental Protection Board (the “Board”). Section 111.755 does not list any of the purposes set forth in Section 2 above as purposes for which the Fund may be used and the waiver is thus necessary to authorize the Board to utilize funds from the Fund for such purposes.  At its public hearing on December 10, 2018, the Board determined that such uses are worthwhile and beneficial uses of the EPB Trust Fund and such Code waivers were approved by a unanimous vote of the Board.  A copy of the minutes of the meeting of December 10, 2018, is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

Waiver of Section 360.602 (Uses of Fund), Ordinance Code.

Section 360.602 sets forth specific purposes for which the Fund must be used by the Board. Section 360.602 does not list any of the purposes set forth in Section 2 above as purposes for which the Fund may be used and the waiver is thus necessary to authorize the Board to utilize funds from the Fund for such purposes.
Section 6.

Amending Second Revised Attachment A to Ordinance 2018-504-E.
There is hereby amended the fiscal year 2018-2019 budget for the EPB by substituting in the place of Second Revised Attachment A, approved by Ordinance 2018-504-E, the Third Revised Attachment A, attached hereto as Exhibit 3. The Third Revised Attachment A “Food and Beverage Expenditures” will allow for the appropriation of funds to be spent on food and beverages.   
Section 7.  
Annual Report.
 An annual report shall be provided by EQD to the Board by September 15th of each year through fiscal year 2024.
Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
