Bill Summary: This bill is an appropriation of $44,000 of Environmental Protection Board (EPB) Trust Fund balance to the EPB Trust Fund operating account. No General Fund match is required. The Environmental Quality Division (EQD) has funding in place to cover any repairs and maintenance needed on the replacement water sampling boat.  This bill also waives: Section 111.755 (Environmental Protection Fund), Part 7 (Environment and Conservation), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts) and Section 360.602 (Uses of Fund), Part 6 (Environmental Protection Fund), Chapter 360 (Environmental Regulation), Ordinance Code to authorize the Board to utilize funds from the Fund for these purposes. 
Background Information: The purpose of this legislation is to provide funds to purchase a new water sampling boat which will be used to support water quality sampling in the St. Johns River and other waterways in Duval County. The water sampling boat being replaced is being removed from service for safety reasons.
