An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $429,848.48 ($380,908.00 FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES/SUBSTANCE ABUSE AND MENTAL HEALTH SERVICE ADMINISTRATION (SAMHSA) AND $48,940.48 FROM AN IN-KIND CONTRIBUTION FROM THE CITY) TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO SUPPORT THE SAFE AND HEALTHY NEIGHBORHOODS PROJECT, as initiated by Revised b.t. 19-079; APPROVING PART-TIME HOURS, AS INITIATED BY r.c. 19-122; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above is a grant from the Department of Health and Human Services/Substance Abuse and Mental Health Service Administration (SAMHSA) for The Safe and Healthy Neighborhoods Project. There is no match required and the costs of staffing obligations will be covered by the grant and an in kind contribution of $48,940.48 from the City of Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department Personnel Services.  
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to: i) be used by the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department in support of The Safe and Healthy Neighborhoods Project and Project Save Lives in order to reduce overdose-related deaths by providing the reversal drug naloxone and training first responders and members of key community sectors to utilize it effectively; connect patients and families with the most effective services for treatment; and, use data analysis and community-wide collaborative efforts to provide smarter and more effective tools, resources, and responses, and ii) hire one part-time Program Director Special Purpose Employee position to complete the scope of work as outlined in the grant award as well as provide funds for travel, operating supplies, and professional services. This is a multi-year grant with the period of performance being September 30, 2018, through September 29, 2022. A copy of the Notice of Grant and Terms and Conditions is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 3.
