RESOLUTION 2019-269-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES DIRECTOR DARYL JOSEPH AND HIS STAFF FOR THEIR OUTSTANDING SERVICE TO THE CITIZENS OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Daryl Joseph earned his bachelor’s degree in administration and his master’s degree in public administration from the University of North Florida; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Joseph began his professional career with the St. Johns River Water Management District as a planning and budget analyst before joining the City of Jacksonville in 2004 as a Planning and Grants Coordinator in the Parks and Recreation Department. In the succeeding 15 years, Daryl Joseph has risen through the ranks as the department’s Planning, Grants and Capital Projects Coordinator/Manager, Park Development and Natural Resources Manager, and Manager of Park Services before being appointed Interim Director of the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department for two stints in late 2014 and mid-2015, and ultimately being named the permanent Director in November of 2015; and

WHEREAS, Daryl Joseph and his team manage a park system that includes 405 parks, 210 miles of trails, 36,811 acres of land and 2.5 miles of beach front, and during his tenure as Director the department has developed a park assessment program (The Premier Parks Program) that has now documented conditions in all COJ parks and facilities, has implemented a park security program, and has implemented the Parks Partnership Program which has received over $1,000,000 in committed private donations within the first 2 years of the program; and


WHEREAS, over the past few years the department has developed and installed destination playgrounds in various parks around the City (Boone Park, Landon Park, Lonnie Miller Regional Park and Palmetto Leaves Regional Park, to name a few), has increased the customer service level at Kathryn Abbey Hanna Park and developed a plan to enhance the existing facilities and the overall user experience, has created, with the assistance of the Public Affairs Office, a JAX Parks Directory and Activity Guide, has installed the City of Jacksonville's first Artist Basketball court (in Riverside Park), has worked with Friends of Boone Park to build a new playground, has created a new playground at Four Corners Park, has created a new waterfront mini-park on Little Van Wert Street,  and has partnered with vendors to bring water activation opportunities such as cycle boats to downtown and Jet Ski rentals to Huguenot Park; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Joseph and his management team are unfailingly accessible and helpful to City Council members and the general public in a variety of settings and deserve to be thanked for their efforts; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Daryl Joseph, Director of the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department, and his entire team at the department for their outstanding service to the citizens of Jacksonville.
