AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING THE HIDDEN OAKS LANE RIGHT-OF-WAY, ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 72, PAGE 144 OF THE PLAT OF WATERSIDE, A SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISION IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 3, AT THE REQUEST OF WATERSIDE AT SAN PABLO, LLC (THE “APPLICANT”), SUBJECT TO RESERVATION UNTO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JEA OF AN ALL UTILITIES EASEMENT OVER THE CLOSED RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS AND FOR ALL UTILITIES, AND SUBJECT ALSO TO A GRANT FROM APPLICANT TO THE INDIVIDUAL PROPERTY OWNERS ABUTTING THE CLOSURE OF AN EASEMENT FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of Hidden Oaks Lane Right-of-Way, established in Plat Book 72, Pages 144-147 of the plat of Waterside, a single-family residential subdivision in Council District 3, descriptions of which are attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Legal, May 15, 2019 – Floor” and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Waterside at San Pablo, LLC (the “Applicant”); provided, however, there is reserved unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA an All Utilities Easement on, over, across, and under the closed right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities, including but not limited to water, sewer, electric, and drainage. Provided, also, that there is granted to the individual property owners abutting the closure an easement for ingress and egress. Applicant has paid the $2,091.00 closure application fee, which has been deposited in the General Fund, PWRE011, 34907. There are no city, state, or other agency objections to this closure request.

Section 2.


Purpose.
Hidden Oaks Lane is the sole right-of-way within the gated community of Waterside. Applicant, the developer, intended Hidden Oaks Lane to be a private road but erroneously dedicated it to the City of Jacksonville when the plat was recorded. The request for closure and abandonment of the right-of-way is made to correct the error and make it a private road. The closure will relieve the City of all future maintenance obligations of the right-of-way.

Section 3.


Hold Harmless Covenant. The closure and abandonment by the City of its interests in the right-of-way is subject to the execution and delivery to the City by Applicant of a hold harmless covenant in substantially the same form attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 2, 2nd Rev Hold Harmless, May 15, 2019 – Floor” and incorporated herein by this reference. Accordingly, the closure and abandonment of the drainage easement shall not be recorded in the Public Records until execution and delivery to the City by the Applicant of the required hold harmless covenant.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
