Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Office of General Counsel:
ORDINANCE 2019-280-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $337,601.12 FROM GENERAL FUND/GENERAL service district fund balance to provide funding for the settlement of claims ASserted BY the United States Department of Health and Human Services Office of Inspector General; Approving AND authorizing the execution of a settlement agreement; Authorizing the general counsel, or his designee, to take further action to effectuate the settlement; providing an effective date. 

WHEREAS, between the years of 2011 and 2017, there were overpayments made to the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department for services rendered to patients insured by Medicare, TriCare, the Department of Veterans Affairs/Champus and the Railroad Retirement Board (collectively “the Federal Government”); and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville desires to correct the overpayments made by entering into a settlement agreement with the United States Department of Health and Human Services Office of Inspector General in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 2, which resolves liability to the Federal Government for overpayments made (“Settlement Agreement”); and

WHEREAS,
the Council finds that it is in the best interests of the City and the public that the Federal Government’s claims be resolved without resort to litigation and litigation costs and expenses; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to settle the Federal Government’s claims for $337,601.12, as set forth in the Settlement Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 3.

Approval and Ratification of Settlement Agreement.  There is hereby approved and ratified the Settlement Agreement between the City and United States Department of Health and Human Services Office of Inspector General in the form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein.
Section 4.

Further Action Authorized. The General Counsel, or his designee, is authorized to take such further action and to execute all other documents necessary to effectuate the approved and ratified Settlement Agreement.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
