ORDINANCE 2019-284-E
An ordinance approving and Adopting AN AMENDMENT TO the Jacksonville/Duval County Affordable Housing Assistance Program Local Housing Assistance Plan (“lhap”) for fiscal years 2018-2019, 2019-2020, and 2020-21 TO ADD FORECLOSURE PREVENTION AS AN ELIGIBLE ACTIVITY TO THE CITY’S STATE HOUSING INITIATIVES PARTNERSHIP (SHIP) PROGRAM; providing an effective date.  


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Purpose.  The purpose of this ordinance is to approve an amendment to the Jacksonville/Duval County Affordable Housing Assistance Program Local Housing Assistance Plan (“LHAP”) for fiscal years 2018-2019, 2019-2020, and 2020-2021 to add Foreclosure Prevention as an eligible activity to the City’s State Housing Initiatives Partnership (SHIP) Program. The City’s LHAP, required by § 420.9075, Florida Statutes, and by 67-37.005, Florida Administrative Code, governs the manner in which SHIP funds can be used to further affordable housing within Duval County. The proposed strategy will assist qualified homeowners with retaining their homes and preventing foreclosure action on the first or second mortgage, homeowners’ association fees, and/or delinquent tax sales. Assistance may be coordinated through any HUD certified housing authority. Households with annual income up to 140% of median income are eligible for assistance under this strategy and will be selected on a first come, first qualified basis; however, preference will be given first to applicants below 80% of median household income. The maximum assistance under this strategy is $12,000.00. 
Section 2.

Approval and adoption of Amendment to LHAP.  The Amendment to the LHAP, a copy of which has been placed ON FILE with the Office of Legislative Services, is hereby approved and adopted.    

Section 3. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
