An ordinance appropriating $2,037,391.00 IN FEDERALLY-FUNDED COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT DISASTER RECOVERY (CDBG-DR) FUNDING BEING PASSED THROUGH THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY TO PROVIDE HOUSING REHABILITATION SERVICES TO SINGLE-FAMILY PROPERTIES THAT WERE DAMAGED BY HURRICANE MATTHEW AND WERE UNABLE TO BE REHABILITATED USING OTHER FUNDING SOURCES, as initiated by B.T. 19-081; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE FEDERALLY-FUNDED COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT DISASTER RECOVERY (CDBG-DR) PROGRAM SUBGRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF FLORIDA, DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY, AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIVISION OF THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is federally-funded Community Development Block Grant Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) funding being passed through the State of Florida Department of Economic Opportunity to salaries and benefits, miscellaneous services and charges and forgivable loans.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide housing rehabilitation services to single-family properties that were damaged by Hurricane Matthew and were unable to be rehabilitated using other funding sources. Necessary home repairs may be provided in the form of rehabilitation or demolition and reconstruction of existing housing units. All homes assisted through the CDBG-DR program will be those of low/moderate income households with incomes not exceeding 80% of the current median income as established by HUD.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Federally-Funded Community Development Block Grant Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) Program Subgrant Agreement between the State of Florida, Department of Economic Opportunity, and the City of Jacksonville, a copy of which has been placed ON FILE with the Office of Legislative Services.
Section 4.

Oversight Department.  The Housing and Community Development Division of the Neighborhoods Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
