AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 655 (concurrency and mobility management system), PART 5 (Mobility fee), SECTION 655.507 (transportation improvement projects constructed by a landowner or developer), ORDINANCE CODE, TO AMEND qualifying projects not identified in the 2030 comprehensive plan for which a landowner or developer may receive mobility fee credit; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. 
Amending Section 655.507 (Transportation improvement projects constructed by a landowner or developer), Ordinance Code. Section 655.507 (Transportation improvement projects constructed by a landowner or developer), Chapter 655 (Concurrency and Mobility Management System), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 655. CONCURRENCY AND MOBILITY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM.

Sec. 655.507. – Transportation improvement projects constructed by a landowner or developer.

(a)
Applicability. The following shall be considered applicable transportation improvement projects:
* * *

(4) Sidewalks not identified in the 2030 Mobility Plan for bicycle and pedestrian mode(s) but which may be required by staff beyond the property frontage (off-site) pursuant to Section 2.2.2(5) of the Land Development Procedures Manual. 
(a) The landowner or developer who constructed the off-site sidewalk pursuant to Section 2.2.2(5) shall receive the credit on the basis of the actual cost to construct such off-site sidewalk.

(b) Any landowner or developer who otherwise would be required to construct a sidewalk within the right-of-way along its property frontage, but for the off-site sidewalk constructed pursuant to Section 2.2.2(5) and for which credit was given pursuant to this section, shall pay a fee, in addition to any Mobility Fee otherwise due, based upon the credit given per linear foot for such off-site sidewalk along its property frontage.  The fee shall be deposited into the Mobility Fee Special Revenue Fund for the applicable Mobility Zone.
