AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $15,155,000.00 FROM JEA PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 2018-747-E TO PROVIDE 1) FUNDING IN THE AMOUNT OF $15,000,000.00 TO THE WATER/WASTEWATER SYSTEM FUND FOR CONSTRUCTION OF CENTRAL WATER AND WASTEWATER SYSTEMS IN ORDER TO ELIMINATE ON-SITE TREATMENT AND DISPOSAL SYSTEMS, WITH FUNDING OF COMPLETED CAPITAL PROJECTS REVERTING BACK TO THE WATER/WASTEWATER SYSTEM FUND PROJECT AND 2) A ONE-TIME CONTRIBUTION OF $155,000.00 TO THE JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY (JPA) FOR RIVER GAUGES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-080; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF THE FUNDS COMPRISING THE ONE-TIME CONTRIBUTION OF $155,000.00 TO JPA FOR RIVER GAUGES UNTIL THE PROJECT IS COMPLETED; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND COPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE CONTRIBUTION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY AND ANY EXTENSIONS OR MODIFICATIONS THEREOF; AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “WATER/WASTERWATER SYSTEM FUND”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is from JEA pursuant to Ordinance 2018-747-E.

Section 2.

Carryover. 
The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance comprising the one-time contribution of $155,000.00 to JPA for river gauges shall not lapse but shall carryover until completion of the project.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purposes of the appropriation in Section 1 are to provide i) funding in the amount of $15,000,000.00 to the Water/Wastewater System Fund for construction of central water and wastewater systems in order to eliminate on-site treatment and disposal systems, with funding of completed capital projects reverting back to the Water/Wastewater System Fund Project and ii) a one-time contribution of $155,000.00 to the Jacksonville Port Authority for river gauges.
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Contribution Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Jacksonville Port Authority, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and any extensions or modifications thereof.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to  provide funding for the project entitled “Water/Wastewater System Fund.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in funding water/wastewater projects throughout the City. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Oversight.

The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
