RESOLUTION 2019-296-A
A RESOLUTION MOURNING THE LOSS OF TWO KEY MEMBERS OF THE EDWARD WATERS COLLEGE ATHLETIC DEPARTMENT - ERIC DANIEL JOHNSON AND GLEN CHAPMAN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Eric Daniel Johnson was a 1988 graduate of Edward Waters College with a degree in Mass Communication, and he was the epitome of what it means to have “Tiger Pride.” In addition to his work as the After-School Division Director of Communities in Schools of Jacksonville, Mr. Johnson served as the official photographer of Edward Waters Athletics, capturing several important events in EWC Athletics history. He also further served his Alma Mater as the former President of the Edward Waters College National Alumni Association, a role he served in from 2011-2015; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Johnson also helped many of his fellow Tigers into post-secondary employment with Communities in Schools of Jacksonville as well as with Duval County Public Schools. He was a native of Chicago, Illinois, and Mr. Johnson was also a member of Kappa Upsilon Chapter of Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Incorporated; and

WHEREAS, in just one season with the Edward Waters College football program, Assistant Coach Glen Chapman made an immediate impact overseeing one of the more improved units on the team, the EWC Tigers’ offensive line. Mr. Chapman was a Jacksonville native and a three-year letterwinner and two-year starter at Jean Ribault High School where he earned All-Gateway Conference, All-District, and All-State honors respectively; and

WHEREAS, following his career at Ribault High School, Mr. Chapman took his talents to Daytona Beach where he was a four-year starter and team captain at Bethune-Cookman University, where he played under former Edward Waters College head coaches Alvin Wyatt and Brad Bernard. While at Bethune-Cookman University, Mr. Chapman was a part of the 1998 Wildcats team that played in the Heritage Bowl in Atlanta. Mr. Chapman graduated from Bethune Cookman University in 2002 with a degree in Physical Education and Recreation. Mr. Chapman was also a member of Omicron Epsilon Chapter of Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Incorporated; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Chapman then came back to Jacksonville where he spent the last 16 years as an assistant/coordinator at several high school football programs throughout Northeast Florida. In addition to his work at Edward Waters College, Mr. Chapman was also a math teacher at Cedar Creek Christian School on Jacksonville's westside; and 
WHEREAS, the Edward Waters community was shocked by the tragic deaths of the two popular members of the Athletic Department in the same week, and the City shares in the college community’s mourning; now therefore

Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby extends its deepest condolences to the families of Eric Daniel Johnson and Glen Chapman as well as the Edward Waters College community for their loss. These two men have meant a great deal to the fabric of Jacksonville and to Edward Waters College and will be missed greatly.
