AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THAT CERTAIN LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“LANDLORD”) AND WAYFAIR LLC (“TENANT”) FOR BUILDING 374 AT CECIL COMMERCE CENTER, 1,800 SQUARE FEET OF OFFICE SPACE LOCATED AT 6146 AUTHORITY AVENUE, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA 32221, FOR A TERM OF ONE YEAR, WITH AN OPTION TO RENEW FOR ONE (1) ADDITIONAL TWELVE (12) MONTH TERM AT A MONTHLY RENTAL RATE OF $1,350.00 WITH A Common Area Maintenance FEE OF $200.00 PER MONTH, WITH A THREE PERCENT (3%) ANNUAL RENT INCREASE after the initial term ends; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE OFFICE OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City and Wayfair LLC previously entered into that certain Economic Development Agreement dated November 15, 2018 (the “Agreement”), as authorized by City Resolution 2018-663-A, pursuant to which the City is providing a REV Grant to the Company in connection with the Company leasing a new, to-be-constructed facility in the City to serve as the Company’s distribution facility; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement is in full force and effect in accordance with its terms, and the new facility is anticipated to be substantially completed in late 2019; and


WHEREAS, the Company has requested and the City has agreed to enter into a lease agreement with the Company for Building 374 at Cecil Commerce Center, which will allow the Company to commence operations, including hosting job fairs and the hiring of managers and employees for the new facility in advance of the completion of construction; now therefore,
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Lease agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (“Landlord”) and Wayfair LLC (“Tenant”), in substantially the same form as has been placed On File with the Office of Legislative Services.  Said lease is for Building 374 at Cecil Commerce Center, 1,800 square feet of office space located at 6146 Authority Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32221 for a term of one (1) year, with an option to renew for one (1) additional one-year term, with a monthly rental rate of $1,350.00 subject to an annual three percent (3%) increase after the initial term ends, and a monthly Common Area Maintenance charge of $200.  


Section 2.

Oversight.

The Office of Economic Development shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 3.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. One Cycle Emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is to allow Wayfair LLC to commence operations in advance of the opening of its new facility, which will include the hiring of managers and employees in preparation of the opening of its new distribution center in late 2019.
