A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING JOHN J. JACKSON FOR HIS YEARS OF SERVICE TO THE CITY COUNCIL AS A RESEARCH ASSISTANT IN THE COUNCIL’S RESEARCH DIVISION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, a native of Hartford, Connecticut, John J. Jackson earned his bachelor’s degree in history and political science at Northeastern University and did PhD coursework in American civilization at Brandeis University and coursework and dissertation research in American studies at the University of Rochester under noted historian Dr. Eugene Geneovese; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Jackson spent many years teaching history at some of New England’s finest college preparatory schools, including St. Mark’s School, Phillips Academy-Andover, Phillips Exeter Academy, Deerfield Academy and The Deck House; and


WHEREAS, John Jackson served for over a decade as a staff member for local, state and federal elected officials, including stints as a Special Assistant to Boston Mayor Kevin White, Special Assistant to Connecticut Speaker of the House Irving Stolberg, Congressional Aide to Connecticut Congressman Sam Gejdenson, Chief of Staff to Hartford Mayor Carrie Saxon Perry, and Congressional Aide to Jacksonville Congresswoman Corrine Brown; and

WHEREAS, in 1997, Mr. Jackson was hired as a Research Assistant in the City Council’s Research Division and particularly distinguished himself over the succeeding years for the quality of his writing. His drafting skills were frequently requested by council members with their “honoring and commending” resolutions because of his ability to turn a phrase and his care to choose precisely the right words that struck the proper tone in conveying the council member’s particular sentiments with regard to the recipient’s accomplishments; and

WHEREAS, John Jackson supported the work of many of the Council’s committees, boards, commissions and special task forces over the years, and was most particularly involved in the proceedings of the Jacksonville Waterways Commission, the Task Force on Historic Downtown Preservation and Revitalization, and the St. Johns River Ferry Commission; now therefore
