RESOLUTION 2019-361-A
A RESOLUTION DECLARING JUNE 2, 2019 AS “CLASSICS IV DAY” IN JACKSONVILLE IN HONOR OF ONE OF THE CITY’S BEST KNOWN MUSICAL GROUPS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, in 1965 a group of Jacksonville residents – Walter Eaton, Joe Wilson and Dennis Yost, graduates of Andrew Jackson High School, and J.R. Cobb, a graduate of Paxon High School – formed The Classics, a top 40s cover band playing gigs around Northeast Florida; and


WHEREAS, the popular band was discovered by a talent agent while playing in Daytona Beach and signed to a contract with Capitol Records, and changed their name to the Classics IV to differentiate themselves from an existing New York band called The Classics; and


WHEREAS, The Classics IV represented a soft-rock alternative to much of the harder edged music of the late 1960s and early 1970s, and had several Top 10 hits with “Spooky”, ”Stormy”, “Traces of Love”, and “Everyday With You Girl”, the first three of which were certified gold records by the Recording Industry Association of America; and

WHEREAS, with a changing cast of musicians, the Classics IV (later Dennis Yost and the Classics IV) continued performing for a time, with some members leaving to form the Atlanta Rhythm Section; and

WHEREAS, the Classics IV are an outstanding part of Jacksonville’s musical heritage, which encompasses artists ranging from Pat Boone and Ray Charles to Lynyrd Skynyrd, Molly Hatchet and Red Jumpsuit Apparatus, and are deserving of recognition and commendation for their contribution to popular music; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby declares Sunday, June 2, 2019 as “Classics IV Day” in Jacksonville and recognizes and honors the band and its Jacksonville roots for their contributions to American popular music.
Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
