ORDINANCE 2019-379
An ordinance appropriating $2,000,000.00 FROM A CAPITAL PROJECTS – CONSTRUCTION ACCOUNT TO A CAPITAL PROJECTS - LAND ACCOUNT TO PURCHASE PROPERTY FOR NEW FIRE STATION NO. 65, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-094; AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FIRE STATION #65 (NEW)”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of appropriation
The funding above is a transfer of funds from a Capital Projects – Construction account to a Capital Projects Land account to purchase property for new Fire Station No. 65. No match is required. 

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to purchase the property located at 7600 Bailey Body Road for new Fire Station No. 65. Once land acquisition and construction are completed, there will be normal ongoing maintenance costs after the first year of operation. During the first year of operation, building maintenance costs will be covered by the one-year warranty provided by the contractor. Additionally, there will be a staffing obligation upon construction completion as a pumper and rescue will be housed and staffed at this fire station. 
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “Fire Station #65 (new).” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will create a delay in the purchase of land for Fire Station No. 65. CIP funding was originally placed into a Capital Funding Construction account and the funding needs to be moved to a Capital Funding Land account. This funding move will allow the City to purchase land located at 7600 Bailey Body Road. Deferral will create a six month delay in land purchase and construction of this fire station, which will be located in the Century 21 area of Arlington. The area is in need of an additional fire station due to high call volume. Surrounding fire stations are routinely pulled into this area on calls, leaving their primary areas uncovered. This section of town needs its own fire and EMS protection as soon as possible to ensure adequate protection for the citizens who live in the area. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
